English Translation

“His Holiness Our Lord, Pope Pius X, having
graciously acceded to the request of His Royal
Highness the Count of Caserta, Grand Master
of the Sacred Military Constantinian Order of
Saint George, has been pleased to appoint His
Eminence Cardinal Domenico Ferrata as
Protector of the said Order. This is
communicated to the aforementioned Cardinal
Ferrata for his due information, with the
understanding that in the conferral of this title
and office every power of ecclesiastical
jurisdiction has been expressly excluded.
From the Vatican, 7 March 1910. Cardinal R.
Merry del Val.”
